)In 1904, the hub of Cedar Rapids’ southeast side was not the ever busy factories, but a new church: St. Wenceslaus.  Hand built by its very own parishioners, St. Wenceslaus became a pillar in the southeast Cedar Rapids community.
To celebrate the centennial of this historic church building, St. Wenceslaus Parish is now entering its second century with the creation of St. Wenceslaus Czech Heritage Park. 
Ground-breaking for this historical moment took place on May 26, 2005 and on Saturday, October 1, 2005 a formal dedication ceremony and celebration was held. This park includes a memorial wall, meditation benches and a 14-foot high replica of the St. Wenceslaus-St.Ludmila Sculptural Group. 
This statue depicts St. Wenceslaus as a young child being taught from the Bible by his grandmother St. Ludmila. The statue is an exact duplicate of a statue that appears on the Charles Bridge in Prague, Czech Republic. It was commissioned by St. Wenceslaus Parish and sculpted in the Czech Republic by Czech artist Jan Kotek. Cedar Rapids’ National Czech & Slovak Museum and the National Czech Museum in Prague cooperated in obtaining the original model of the statue from which the statue was created.
