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HISTORY OF SAINT WENCESLAUS
CATHOLIC CHURCH

Rich in the lore of Ceghy and considered by many to be the finest
example of Gothic architecture in the city, 5t. Wenceslaus Church
has preserved on its walls the old Czech designs with its many
painted murals, depicting Bohemian legends and tales relating to
the martyred king for whom the church was named. The church is
as a result, considered unique and emphasizes its distinction as the
only Czech Mational Catholic Pansh in the Dubugque Archdiocese.

Ornginally, the national composition of the pansh population had
been mostly of Slavic extraction. The sources of immigration were
Czechoslovakia, Poland and Lithuania. The earliest immigrants
came before the year 1866, after the Prussian War. A Cedar
Rapids business man, T.M. Sinclair, owned and operated the local
meat packing plant which existed to the south of the present
church. In an effort to get cheap but dependable labor for his
packing plant, he traveled to Bohemia to recruit families to come
and work in his packing plant. Sinclair was aware of the good work
ethic these families had, and they, in tum, were grateful for these
new opportunities.

The parish was very important to them as it was a so-called entry
port into American society and was the only identity available and it
offered the immigrants a way of adjustment to a sometime harsh
and cold society. It provided a comprehensive program for all ages
and it met their needs as far as church, school and social life were
concemed.

Construction of the ariginal church started in 1874 on the site of the
present gym building. Bricks for the church were fumished by
parishioners and labor by the men of the parish after their regular
working hours. Progress was slow due to lack of funding but the
church was finally completed in 1830.

The present church was built in 1904 at a cost of $33,000. The louvered
pipe organ was installed in1910 and is still in use today. The stained
glass windows were installed in 1946 had been crafted by ltalian artisans
in Munich. They had been ordered before the war but remained hidden
in caves in Germany till after the war because of the dangers of shipping
during the war. The stained glass windows depict various saints which
are special to the Czech people. Several of the windows contain import-
ed Czechoslovakian and English stained glass.

To celebrate the centennial the present church building, St. Wenceslaus
led the renewal of downtown Cedar Rapids with the Czech Heritage
Park project. Dedication of the park, with the Saint Lydmila Sculptural
Group featuring the young Wenceslaus with his grandmother as the cen-
terpiece, took place October 1, 2005.

In 1904, the hub of Cedar Rapids’ southeast side was not the ever
busy factories, but a new church: St. Wenceslaus. Hand built by its
very own parishioners, St. Wenceslaus became a pillar in the south-
east Cedar Rapids community.

To celebrate the centennial of this historic church building, St. Wen-
ceslaus Parish is now entering its second century with the creation
of St. Wenceslaus Czech Heritage Park.

Ground-breaking for this historical moment took place on May 26,
2005 and on Saturday, October 1, 2005 a formal dedication ceremo-
ny and celebration was held. This park includes a memorial wall,
meditation benches and a 14-foot high replica of the St. Wenceslaus

-St,.Ludmila Sculptural Group.
On the Charles Bridge in Prague

This statue depicts St. Wences-
laus as a young child being
taught from the Bible by his
grandmother St. Ludmila. The
statue is an exact duplicate of a
statue that appears on the
Charles Bridge in Prague, Czech
Republic. It was commissioned
by St. Wenceslaus Parish and
sculpted in the Czech Republic
by Czech artist Jan Kotek. Ce-
dar Rapids’ National Czech &
Slovak Museum and the Nation-
al Czech Museum in Prague co-
operated in obtaining the origi-
nal model of the statue from
which the statue was created.

A very similar scenario has been repeated each year up to the present. The choiris now
preparing the rep ertory for their fourth Japan tour (Alay 2007) and their tenth to the
United States (2008).
