Gym Building Outreach 
VITA – through March 16 the Program for low-
income residents has filed 35 tax returns at the 
Oak Hill Jackson office resulting in refunds of 
$44,433.00. VITA Tax offices will close April 9. 
The Resource Center in the gym building has 
fielded more than 500 telephone calls here at the 
center since opening last fall.  
H.A.N.D. (Housing and Neighborhood 
Development) is an effort to work on 
revitalization of the core Neighborhoods. Oak 
Hill Jackson Neighborhood was chosen for the 
starting project, one reason being a vision plan is 
already in place.
