PASTORAL PLANNING FOR THE
CEDAR RAPIDS DEANERY
The Task Force created by the parish councils met
Wednesday night, August 5. The task force consists of
two representatives from each parish, the Episcopal
Vicar, the Director of Archdiocesan Planning, the Dean
and two priest and two deacon representatives of our
deanery. The Task Force will have the responsibility to
be a liaison between the parishes and Archbishop
Hanus. They will be charged with developing a pastoral
plan for the Cedar Rapids Deanery which will include
sharing priests (in five years we could have four or five
less priests) and resources to enable the Body of
Christ to continue to develop and serve the people of
the Cedar Rapids area. The topics discussed were:
Task Force Charter: The Task Force’s job
description
Description of the committees developed
from the task force members and out-side
resources.
Task Forces responsibility is to take
information to their Parish Councils for
direction and input.
The Task force will put together different
scenarios to aid the Archbishop who wiill
ultimately make the final decision.
The first considerations for the task force will
be the committees of the parish council;
starting with Parish Life, Social Concern and
Faith Formation.
Communication to the area will be through
parish bulletins, bulletin inserts, the Witness
and local news media.

The Task Force met Monday night, August 17 and
began the process of reviewing different scenarios on
priest serving in the parishes of our deanery. Scenarios
will be taken back to the parish council for discussion
and developing possible new scenarios for that parish.

The entire deanery will need to develop a scenario that
will allow us to continue with one or two fewer priests
by next July and five priests in five years. NO
DECISIONS WERE MADE. The task force considered
many scenarios that we would take five priests from
our area to serve in the entire arch-diocese which will
have 20 fewer active priests in the next five years.
Please pray for the guidance of the Holy Spirit to lead
our parishes to cooperation.
